





Parenting Workshops

“Family Reading” Grades K-6 -Parents learn the fundamentals of reading with their children by practicing how to read aloud and check for their children’s understanding of the story.  Activities are modeled for effective approaches to motivating their children to become readers.

“Building Blocks for Math” Grades K-4 - Provides activities that supports student learning the Math standards for K though 4th grade that lay the foundation for Algebra.  Emphasis is placed on number sense, what numbers represent, math facts, the multiplication , etc.

“Middle/High School Math” Grades 6-12 - Learn about the expectations of Math knowledge at the Middle and High School levels.  Culver City Middle /High Math department chairs will provide you with valuable information on how to better prepare your students for Math requirements.
“Home School Discipline” Grades 6-12 - Helps parents learn the critical elements effective discipline and how to recognize and reward positive behavior.

“College for Success” Grades 6-12 (Also available in Spanish translation) - Helps parents learn the importance of planning for the future and chart a career path through high school by choosing the right classes.  Provides ideas for parents to set high expectations at home.  Parents learn about aptitude test, college admission requirements, financial aid, application deadlines and the many resources available to students.

“You Got what it takes: Effective Communication with your Teenager” Grades 6-12 - Parents learn basic techniques to use in talking with their teenage children and discuss the changing role of parental guidance needed as children move from childhood, through the teen years and into adulthood.
“Parents & Computers for Beginners” - This presentation introduces parents to computers, beginning with simple writing programs and the use of the internet as a valuable tool for resources and information.

“Computers & Parents; Internet & Security” – Educate parents on internet safety & security
“Helping your English Learner Student Succeed” Grades K-12 (Spanish Translation) – will Provide information to parents of EL students on how to help their student succeed in school.  Tips on how to help your student at home, how to communicate with teachers and the school, and how to be active in your school community.
“STAR Testing” Grades k-12

Parents gain a better understanding of the California Academic Standards that guide the K-12 instructional program, and the State Testing and Reporting Program (STAR) that is used to hold school accountable for successful student achievement.

“CAHSEE Testing” Grades 9-12

Explains the state requirements that all students must pass the CAHSEE in order to receive a high school diploma and why this is a “high-stakes test” for some students.
